One Vision Housing does not
tolerate or allow harassment
or discrimination against
people because of their race,
gender, age, sexual
orientation, disability, religion
or marital status.

What is harassment?

Harassment is interference
with a person’s comfort or
safety. It can be physical or
verbal abuse or intimidation
and includes attacks on and
damage to property.

Harassment is usually
directed toward an individual,
or group of individuals,
because of a perceived
difference, such as race,
religion, gender, sexual
orientation, disability or age.
In a lot of instances it could
also be a criminal offence.

Although harassment often
involves anti-social
behaviour, the term ‘anti-
social behaviour’ is usually
used to describe more
general nuisance behaviour,
rather than being specifically
targeted at individuals.

If you feel you are suffering
from harassment don’t
hesitate to report it to your
Neighbourhood Office.
