What is a tenancy
agreement?

TYPES OF TENANCY

There are three types of
tenancy agreement available
with One Vision Housing:

e a protected assured
(non-shorthold) tenancy

¢ an assured (non-shorthold)
tenancy

* an assured (shorthold)
tenancy.

Protected assured
(non-shorthold) tenancy
agreement

This type of tenancy
agreement has been
designed to ensure that
transferring tenants keep the
key rights they enjoyed as a
secure tenant of Sefton
Council after the transfer to
One Vision Housing. It
includes special succession
rights and the Preserved
Right to Buy your home.
