Twelve young people at

All Saints Catholic Primary
School in Bootle are
pioneering an exciting

new Junior Warden Scheme
with One Vision Housing
that aims to make their
local environment a cleaner
and safer place to live.

The scheme will see the
Junior Wardens working
with other pupils by

asking them to keep their
eyes peeled on the way to
and from school and to
then report any low level
anti-social behaviour

they spot to the wardens
such as excessive litter,
dog fouling, graffiti, broken
street lights and fly-tipping.
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The children do not
intervene in what they
inspect, instead they
report their findings in a
folder kept at the school
which is then passed onto
the relevant bodies. That
way, graffiti and other
problems that young

wardens spot can be
quickly and safely dealt
with.
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
